Blanks and instructions for applicsitioiis for the uau of wiiter for irrzg!itioii 
or industrial use can be secured by wnt,ing the St& Engineer, State Ciipitol, 
Bismarck, North Dakota. 

Lands to be irnguted miyit he surveyed and mapped in duplicate, which 
must accompany the application, accompanied by a filing fee of S5.00. 

If approved, a Notice of I-Iearing must be published for four consecutive 
weeks 111 the official county ncÃ§'spapc :it the expense of the applicant. The 
public hcarmg is  held m the office of the State Eneinwr, iit which t ime :iny 
olqections to the apphcation nnmt he miide. 

If the State Engineer favors the granting of 11 permit, it must be approved 
by the  State Water Conservation Commission. 

Required construction work must be completed witlirn a reasonable time 
and beneficial use made of the water for which application was made. 

If no beneficial use is made of the water for a period of three years, the 
Water Right may be revoked by the State Engineer as provided by law.
