MINUTES OF MEETING

Bismarck, North Dakota
September 16, 1960

A regular meeting of the North Dakota State Water
Conservation Commlsslon was called to order on September 16, 1960 In the office
of the Commission, State Capitol Bullding , Bismarck, North Dakota, to conslder
routine business matters.

The meetling was called to order by acting chalrman
Oscar Lunseth at 9340 a.m. with Commissioners Elnar Dahl, W. W. Corwin, A. R.
Welnhandl and Secretary Holsveen present.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES Commlssloner Welnhandl moved that the readlng of the
minutes be dispensed with, since they had been

previously circulated among the commission members. The motlon was seconded by

Commissioner Corwin. All commission members voted aye, motion carried.

FINANCIAL STATEMENT FOR Comm!ssioner Einar Dahl moved that the flinanclal
AUGUST 1960 statement for August 1960 be approved. Commlssloner

Corwin seconded the motien. Upon vote all commlssion
members voted aye. Motlon carried.

STATE EXAMINERS REPORT The State Examiner's report pertaining to the State
1959-1960 Water Conservation Commission from July 1, 1959 to

June 30, 1960 was presented to the Commisslon. The
report showed tha t the functions and flnances of the offlce were properly per-
formed and In order. It was moved by Commissioner Elnar Dahl and seconded by
Commlssloner Weinhandl that the examlner's report be placed on flle. All
commlsslon members voted aye andmotion was carried.

PROPOSED WATER COMMISSION gsecretary Holsveen stated that a report had been

STORAGE BUILDING submitted by the Corps of Engineers regarding the
rental of storage space at Fort Llncoln., The State

Water Commlssion has rented this space for the past 17 years. The rent has
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been Increased from time to time and the Commission Is now paylng $720 a year.
The five year least explred July 1, 1960. The Corps of Englneers Is now ask-
Ing §175 per month rental. Secretary Holsveen stated that he had objected to
this Increase but It had done no good. He thought it might be advisable for
the Commission to bulld Its own storage plant. He had taken this matter up
wlith the Board of Administration. Approximately two years ago the Commission
had given a tract of land to the Board of Administration for use In connection
with the penitentlary. Secretary Holsveen stated that the Board of Adminls-
tration had offered the Clty of Bismarck thls land for the Junlor College,
which is across from the penitentiary. This offer was reJected. Thls tract
or a portion of It could be used as a site for a shop and warehouse bullding.

A member of the Board of Administration indicated that they would give us a
portion of this land. An estimate of cost has been made on a Butler type
building. The proposed bullding would be 160'x 40'x 14', An area 40'x 40' would
be Insulated and heated and used as an office and shop area. The remalning
cold storage would include a balcony storage level for construction materials.
The approximate cost Is $26,000. The Secretary had a local appralser look
over the Fort Lincoln storage space and he came up with a three cent a foot
figure, which would make more than the Corps of Engineers has requested. Com-
missfoner Welnhandl moved that the Secretary check into the possibillty of
acquiring property and bullding a shop and warehouse not to exceed $30,000,

The motion was seconded by CommIssioner Corwin. On Roll Call all commlssloners
voted aye. Notlon carrted.

FORT LINCOLN RENTAL It was moved by Commissioner Elnar Dahl and seconded
by Commissloner Welnhandl that the Secretary be

authorized to pay the Increased rent on the Fort Lincoln shop untll such time

as other arrangements can be made. On Roll Call all Commissioners voted aye

and motlon was carrled.

HOMME DAM ASSURANCES A report from the Crops of Engineers, Saint Paul
STUDY District office, was exhibited to the Commission
by Secretary Holsveen. Thls dealt with certain
assurances which were agreed to by the cities of Grafton and Park Rlver. It
was suggested that Planning Coordlnator Fredrlckson review the report as he
had aided in preparing the orlginal assurances in order that they meet the
approval of the Corps prlior to the construction of Homme Dam. Inspection
reports were glven to the commisston members by Mr. Fredrickson. The reports
referred to the agreement to keep the channel clear of debris below the dam.
Grafton and Park River are also obligated. The State Water Commission under-
wrote the cities of Grafton and Park Rlver. A contribution of $40,000 was
paid by the local entitles. The agreement sets forth certain obligations that
are to be met. Mr. Fredrickson read from the previous minutes of the State
Water Commissfon relative to Its participation in thls proJect. |t was suggested
that before the commisslon does anything further that an Inspection be made.
Under a new law the landowners have been relieved of the responslbility of
keeping the channel clear. Mr. Fredrickson read several excerpts from the
assurances report on Homme Dam, as set forth by the Corps of Englneers.

One sectlion pertalned to the appointment of a
permanent commlttee, headed by an offlclal called the superintendent. Com-
missloner Oscar Lunseth suggested that the commlttee be composed of the
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Chief Engineer of the State Water Commission and a member from each of the city
councils and a member from the flood control district. |t was suggested that
further study be glven to this matter and a report be made at the next meeting
of the commission. |t was further suggested that each city be notified so a
representative could be appointed. |t was moved by Commisstoner Corwin and
seconded by Commissioner Weinhandl that the secretary and chief engineer study
the development of a committee on organlzation as suggested by the Corps of
Engineers and report back to the next meeting of the commission. All commission
members voted aye and motlon was carried.

STOCK WATER |MPOUNDMENT Secretary Holsveen reported that there had been an
POLICY increase Iin the stock water dams. |In a few Instances
the stock water dams have been so close they prac-
tically touch each other. This problem is most acute on the Grand Rlver as [t
relates to the Bowman-Haley Dam. There are so many stock water dams in this
watershed area they are depriving the dam of i(ts potential by depleting the
flow inta the proposed reservolr site. Thls has occurred in other states.
Complaints have been made to the National Reclamation Assoclation and to the
Western State Englneers. At present the State Water Commission has worked out
a criteria with the Soll Conservation Service relative to the proper spacing
of stock water Impoundments. It provides for a mInimum of dams in accordance
with good grazing purposes. There has been some criticism of the State Water
Commission In respect to water rights. Mr. Fredrickson suggested that a hearing
be held where the ranchers and farmers In that area could come in and voice
thelr objections, If they have any. |t was suggested that Secretary Holsveen
give this matt er further study and report at the next meeting.

INTERNATIONAL JOINT Commissioner Corwin reported on the meeting of the
COMMISSION MEETING International Joint Commission at Walhalla. He
stated that he was impressed with the magnitude of
the project. Senator Grant Trenbeath told of the destruction of the floods to
the Irrigable land In both the United States and Canada. Movies were shown of
flood condltlons In the Unlted States and Canada. Mr. Corwln stated that
Senator Trenbeath made an excellent presentation. Mr. Fredrickson reported on
the Internatlional Jolnt Commlssion meeting In Winnlpeg. General McNaughton
presided at the Winnlpeg meeting. The Winnlpeg meeting, In connection with the
Pemblller Dam, wlll be followed up with a meeting In Ottawa on the 2nd of
October. Mr. Fredrickson felt that someone from North Dakota should be present
at this meeting. Secretary Holsveen stated that he would take the Ottawa assign-
ment but preferred to see Mr. Fredrickson attend, in view of the urgency of
other dutles In the commission office. This wlll be the flrst time the Pembina
River will be dlscussed by the Internatlonal Joint Commission. Commissioner
Welnhand] moved that a representative be authorized to appear at the meeting
of the International JoInt Commission In Ottawa. All commlssion members voted
aye and the motlon was carrled.

MISSOURI BASIN INTER- Commlssloner Welnhandl reported on the Missourt
AGENCY MEETING Basin Inter-agency meeting In Boulder, Colorado.
Governor McNichols gave an excellent talk. He told of hls trip to Europe
and what they were doing In the way of water development. Governor McNichols
felt that Russia was way ahead of the Unlted States in water development.
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~ WILDWOOD LAKE Messrs, Leland Ulmer, C, W. Skjod and W. G. Helsler
IMPROVEMENT of Blsmarck appeared on behalf of the WIldwood

Lake Improvement Assoclatfon. A report was flled
wlith the State Water Commlisslon on a rehabllltatlion program by the North
Shores, Inc., a corporation formed for the purpose of restoring Lake Wildwood.
Mr. Ulmer stated that the restoration of 'Wildwood Lake was not a private
venture, The Game and Fish Department Is Interested In the lake. The REA
has put in power. Through pumping operatlions It was possible to ralse the
level of the lake to approximately 6% feet In 1959.  No pumplng was done In
1960, as there was no way to relnstall the Intake pipe, as a result the lake
reverted to approximately the seme level before the pumplng operations. Roads
have been bullt, electric power has been made avallable to the cottages.
The pump and motor have been adequately Installed and other equlpment Is
avallable. The North Shores, Inc., would l1lke to have the State Water Com-
mission Install a permanent Intake structure to maintaln the lake at Its
previous level. |t was moved by Commlssloner Lunseth that the Secretary make
a feasibllity study of Wildwood Lake to determine what It will cost to Install
a permanent lntake structure to malntaln the lake level. The motlon was
seconded by Commissioner Corwin. All commisslon members voted aye. Motlon
carried.

CORPS OF ENGINEERS TOUR Colonel WIlllam B, Strandberg, newly appointed
FARGO-MINOT AREA district engineer, Corps of Englneers, and George
Lyons wlll make a tour of the Southwest Fargo
area and the MInot area on September 19 and 20. Mlnot Is confronted wlth the
possibl1ity of floodIng because of the Lake Darling Dam. Secretary Holsveen
and Mr. Fredrickson will meet with the Fargo group and dlscuss thls situatlon.
Senator Young and Mr. Chris Sylvester will also accompany the group on this
tour,

The Governor preslded at the meeting.

BARNES COUNTY GROUND Secretary Holsveen stated that the Barnes County
WATER SURVEY Board of County Commlssloners has requested, by
telephone, that the State Water Conservatlon
Commission, In conjunction with the U.S. Geologlcal Survey start a ground
water survey of Barnes County some time in the spring of 1961. It was ex-
plalned to the Board of County Commlssloners that this survey would extend
over a four year perlod. The County Commlssloners and the city of Valley
City Intend to cooperate on this survey. A survey has been completed of
Kidder County. Stutsman County Is now belng surveyed and a survey will start
In Burleligh County this fall and extend over a four year perlod. It was
moved by Commissloner Lunseth and seconded by Commlssioner Corwin that the
State Water Commisslon approve the ground water survey for Barnes County
on a particlpation basls of 25% for the State Water Commlssion, 25% for
Barnes County and 50% for the U. S. Geological Survey. On Rell Call all
commlsslon members voted aye and the motion was carried.
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CITY OF CROSBY PRESSURE Secretary Holsveen stated that the Clty of Crosby
DIMINUTION CASE in search of a good water supply declded to go out
of town In search of water. They are obtalning
water from the Mlssour! Rlver Anclent Channel area. The aqulfer Is an
excellent one. The slte of the clty well Is within 1300 feet of the Volkman
farmstead. This famlly has had the advantage of artesian flow tn thelr second
story bathroom, as a result of thls excellent aqulfer. When the clty starts
Its pumps the pressure !s lowered sufficlently to deny the Volkman's water under
pressure., They sued the clty of Crosby and recelived a Judgment In the amount
of $5,000 agalnst the city of Crosby for damages. These people were not
deprived of water but the pressure was reduced at certaln times during the
day. It could have been corrected by Installiling a pressure system. The clty
of Crosby offered to settle for $1,000. The fact that they were glven such an
award would preclude the possiblllty of developing water in thls area as
potential Irrigation farmers would be relucfant to be involved In sults. This
case would create a precedent. |t Is posslible that this should be brought
to the Supreme Court. Mr. Fredrickson averred that there were no declsions
on ground water or any other water In North Dakota to speak of. Judge Burdlck
holds that there Is a conflict In the water laws, which makes it unconstltutlonal.
There wad dlscussion as to whether the State Wyter Conservation Commission
should become a party to the actlon If appealed to the Supreme Court. It was
recommended that In view of the apparent conflict In the law that the Secretary
consult with the Attorney General as to the best method of procedure, and
report back to the Commisslon members his recommendatlons.

REVISION OF STATE WATER Mr. Fredrickson stated that there were certalin
LAWS AND PROPOSED 1961 amendments that should be made to the state water
LEGISLATION laws. He also stated that there should be a re-

vislon of the water laws and a study made by the
Leglslatlive Research Commlttee. To have thls done it 1s necessary that the
State Water Commlsslon adopt a resolution requesting the Leglslature to have the
Legislative Research Cammlttee make a study of the water laws of the State of
North Dakota and recommend such changes as are necessary. Commissioner Lunseth
presented the following resolution and moved !ts adoptlon:

WHEREAS, there Is an ever-Increasing demand for water supplles
from both surface and ground water sources to serve multlple
benefliclal purposes; and

WHEREAS, the number of regulatory structures on our streams are
Insufficltent to properly contral the flow of avallable water
thereln; and

WHEREAS, there appears to be numerous confllcts In the use of
and contradlctions over the right to both surface and sub-
surface water which polnt up the need for Improve leglislatlion
to solve these problems; and

WHEREAS, an early study and revision of our water laws in
order to modernlze and to bring them up-to-date, so as to
meet sltuatlons which they do not now cover, Is Imperative;
and
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WHEREAS, the Legislatlve Research Committee Is best prepared
and equipped to carry out the required and necessary study of
such laws Ln cooperation and conjunction with the State Water
Commlsslon or Its representatlves,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the North Dakota State Water
Conservatlon Commisslon, meeting In regular sesslon In the State
Capltol this 16th day of September, 1960 declares It to be deslr-
able, necessary and of th e utmost Importance that a comprehen-
sive study be made of the North Dakota State Water Laws, wlith a
view of revisling,amending and rewrlting the same In order to
more effectlvely serve the purposes thereof; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the 37th Legislative Assembly of the
State of North Dakota be and 1t Is hereby respectfully petltioned
and requested to authorize and dlrect the Leglslative Research
commlttee to promptly make a comprehenslve study of sald water
laws and submit Its recommendations of desirable and necessary
amendments thereto and revisions thereof, essential to best
preserve the Integrity of the state water laws and to Improve
the administration thereof, to the 1963 Leglslatlve Assembly

of the State of North Dakota; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the North Dakota State Water Conser-
vation Commlsslon will make avallable technlclans and 1ts legal
representatlve to ald In directing the work of the committee; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Secretary of the State Water Con-
servation Commisslion 1s hereby dlirected to forward coples of

this Resolutlon to Its chalrman, the Honorable John E. Davls,
Governorj the President of the Senate, the Honorabhle C, P. Dahl;
the Speaker of the House, the Honorable Hjalmer C, Nygaard;

and the Dlrector of the Leglslatlve Research Committee, M r. C.
Emerson Murry.

The motion was seconded by Commlsslioner Corwln, upon voice vote all commlssioners
voted aye and the resolutlion was adopted.

VILLAGE OF HOOPLE A letter was received by the Secretary from the

WATER REQUEST Village of Hoople requesting the State Water Commls-
' slon to make a ground water survey for a municlpal

water supply for the village. The Village of Hoople does not have an adequate

water supply at this time. |t was suggested that the State Water Commission

make a survey In connection with the Village of Hoople, to exmalne the

possibility of Impounding water In the Park River which passes through the

village. Commissloner Lunseth moved that a ground water survey be made In

the vicinity of Hoople. Secretary Welnhandl seconded the motion. All

comm| ssion members voted aye. Motion carried.
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WALHALL DAM Secretary Holsveen stated that a proposal had been
(RIVERSIDE PARK) made to the Clity of Walhalla that a temporary dam
be constructed In Riverside Park. The Clty of
Walhalla expressed a deslre for a permanent dam. At a previous meeting of the
Commlsslion a channel cut off was dlscussed. The Clty of Walhalla had re-
quested that the State Water Conservation Commlssion prepare a cost estimate
of this project. The cost estimate, as prepared by the CommIssion, approxImates
$33,000. Any partlclpation on the part of the State Water Commlsslon would
have to be held In abeyance unt!l the 196] budget Is approved, unless worked
through the multl-purpose fund. In thls case the State Water Commlssjon's
participation would be 40% or 1/3, depending on the entlties particlpating In
this project. Commlssloner Lunseth moved that the State Water Commlssion
particlpate In the construction of a dam for the City of Walhalla on a 1/3
basls, with the understanding that If arrangements cannot be made wlth the
City of Walhalla to have participation by other entitles, the Commlssfon's
particlpation will be 40%. The motlon was seconded by Commlssloner Corwin.
On Roll Call all commIsslon members voted aye. Motlon carrled.

APPLE CREEK REPORT Secretary Holsveen reported on the meeting of the

cltlizens' commlttee appolnted by the State Water
Comnisslon relatlve to the Apple Creek sltuatlion. Secretary Holsveen stated
there were various Interests to be served on Apple Creek, such as stock water,
Irrigation and recreatlion. The Commlttee recommended that the Rlce Lake
Project be made sufficlently large to Insure the release of water for use by
the riparlan owners during perlods of low flow. |t was recommended that the
Commlssion put In some type of structure in lower Apple Creek. Thls could be
bullt qulte cheaply. A six foot dam would back the water for several mlles
which would take care of many property owners who have constructed suburban
homes on acreages adjacent to the stream. A dam at Apple Creek would cost
approximately $9,000, It was suggested that the Secretary Investlgate
participation In the bullding of this dam by the Apple Creek Country Club and
the County Commlssloners. |t was moved by Comm!ssloner Lunseth and seconded
by Commlssioner Corwin that the State Water CommlIssion construct a dam in lower
Apple Creek, the Commlsslon's participation not to exceed 40%. On Roll Call
vote all commissioners voted aye. Motlon carried.

WALSH COUNTY DRAINAGE Secretary Holsveen reported that most of the
problems the Commlsslon has wlth the Soll Conser-

vation Service results from the fact that this agency does not consult wlth

the State Water Commission before they stake out a drain. Mr. Nelson,

Dralnage Englneer, Is checking over the Walsh County draln and will report back

on the slituation.

Commlssloner Lunseth preslided at the rest of the
meeting.

ELLENDALE DAM A resolution was read from the City of Ellendale

requesting the construction of a dam over the core
Installed Tast fall In the channel directly below the cltywlls., The
resolutfon of the Clty of Ellendale is Appendix A, Secretary Holsveen stated
that such a dam would enhance the water supply for the City of Ellendale.
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(The State Water Conservation Commission agreed to partlicipate In the construc-
tlon of thls dam March 25, 1960.)

CARTWRIGHT IRRIGATION Commissioner Einar Dahl stated that the Commission

DISTRICT had received a letter from the Cartwright Irrigation
District asking the Commission for a survey for the

maln channel. Secretary Holsveen stated that the Bank of North Dakota ts will=

Ing to flnance this project with the understanding that the State Water Con-

servation Commlsslon underwrite It. It was moved by Commissioner Elnar Dahl

and seconded by Commlssloner Corwln that the State Water Conservatlon Commls-

sion Is authorlzed to underwrite the project through the guarantee bond fund

and make the necessary survey to permit the project to functlon properly.

On Roll Call all commlssloners voted aye and the motion was carried.

WESTERN STATES POWER The Western States Power and Consumers Associatlon
& CONSUMERS MEETING I's meeting In BIlllngs, September 22 and 23.

Commissloner Lunseth moved that a representative
of the State Water Commlsslon attend thls meeting at Bl11lngs., Commlssioner
Corwin seconded the motion. All commlssioners voted aye and the motlon was
carried,.

COMPRESSOR PURCHASE Secretary Holsveen stated that the Commission has
been renting a compressor for use In connection wlth
one of our two bondacters to keep up with the demand for pneumatic concrete
repair work. The rental to date on the compressor Is $1000. With a trade
In on the small compressor now owned by the Commission and the rental on the
used compressor, the Commission could purchase the used 210 compressor for
about $4,500 or $4,600. The compressor will better serve the Commissions'
needs than our small 105 which is about two years old. It was moved by
Commlssloner Welnhand! and seconded by Commlssioner Corwin that Secretary
Holsveen purchase a compressor. On Roll Call all commlsslon members voted
aye. Motlon carrled.

WATER RIGHTS

#851 Raymond Schnell of Dlckinson requests the right to
divert 80 acre feet of water from the Knife River
to Irrlgate 245.8 acres. It was moved by Commlssloner Einar Dah! and seconded
by Commissloner Lunseth that Raymond Schnell be granted the right to dlvert
227 acre feet for 15 acres plus an additlonal 30 acres to be lrrigated solely
from flood waters If stored in oxbow In N} of Section 8, Townshlp 142 North
Range 92 West and on condltlon that thls water right would be subject to
Immedfate cancellatlion If Irrigatlon or diversion Is contlnued after the flow
In this treamhas diminished to less than 3,0 cubic feet per second at the
U. S. Geologlical Survey gaging station site In Section 34, Township 143 North,
Range 90 West. All commlissloners voted aye. Motlon carrled.

#869 Edward S. Krleger of White Earth requests the
right to divert 112.6 acre feet of water from side

h111 draws and the White Earth River to Irrigate 56.3 acres. |t was moved by

Com missloner Lunseth and seconded by Commissloner Einar Dahl that Edward S.
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Krleger be granted the rlight to dlvert 22.5 acre feet of water from side hll1
draws and White Earth Rlver to Irrlgate 15 acres. All commlssloners voted
aye and the motion was carried.

#870 Earl BucklIn of Mandan requests the rlght to dlvert
2 acre feet of water to Irrigate 6.39 acres from

Dead Heart RIver, trlbutary of the Heart Rlver. Commissioner Elnar Dahl

moved that Earl Bucklin be granted the right to dlvert 9.5 acre feet of water

from Dead Heart Rlver to Irrlgate 6.39 acres. The motlon was seconded by

Commlssfoner Lunseth. All comm!ssioners voted aye. Motlon carrled.

#871 A. F. Wosepka of Dickinson requests the right to divert
98.8 acre feet of water from Bulllon Creek, tribu-

tary to the Little Missour! River to Irrigate 49.4 acres. [t was moved by

Commlssioner Elnar Dahl and seconded by Commlssioner Lunseth that A. F. Wosepka!'

be granted the right to dlvert 22.5 acre feet of water from Bulllon Creek to

Irrigate 15 acres. The motlon was s econded by Commissioner Lunseth., All

commlssioners voted aye. Motion carried.

#872 Marfon Knudtson of Washburn requests the right to
dlvert 463 acre feet of water from the MIssourl

Rlver to Irrlgate 231.6 acres. |t was moved by Commlssloner Elnar Dahl and

seconded by Commissfoner Lunseth that Marlon Knudtson be granted the right

to Irrigate 4463 acre feet of water from the Mlssour! Rlver to Irrlgate 231.6

acres. All commlssloners voted aye. Motlon carrled.

The meetlng adjourned at 12:25 p.m.

APPENDIX A

RESOLUTION
Motion by Alderman Clarence Redlin, seconded by Alderman Carl Maack

WHEREAS, the State Water Conservatlon Commission of the State of North Dakota
did In the fall of 1959 construct an underground core downstream from and
across the channel in which the city water supply runs and Is located, and

WHEREAS, sald work proceeded with the utmost care and diligence resulting in
a high quality job at a favorable price, and

WHEREAS, sald water conservation studles and reports indicate the feasibility
of constructing a dam over said core;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Ellendale,
North Dakota that the North Dakota Water Conservation Commission be requested
to proceed with the construction of sald dam as proposed in their report,

and that the sald Water Conservation Commission be requested to share in the
cost thereof, The City Council of theClity of Ellendale, North Dakota also
agrees to match funds with the State Water Conservation Commisslion as needed
for the construction of said dam, it being understood that the approximate
estimated cost of said dam will be In the sum of $20,000,00, one half of the
cost to be pald by the City of Ellendale; and sald dam to flood to the 14.10
elevation as set forth on their drawing, which is on file with this Board, and

Further, that the flash boards will be constructed as a part of sald dam.
